The judgement has 4 levels
A. Publish as is.
B. Requires minor revisions.
C. Requires major revisions.
D. Reject.
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The Editor-in-Chief and Executive Editor
review the status of all papers twice a month.
In cases where the review process is time-
consuming or receives a judgment of 'D’
from one or more reviewers, they promptly
check with the handling editor.
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
